Considerations when recording the police:

e Police officers are not the only people being recorded. Please be respectful of the private citizens that are also being recorded.
Most people don’t want to be a star in your video. Try to leave their faces and license plate numbers out of your video if
possible.

e You can record from anywhere you have a legal right to be at that moment. Respect the private property rights of citizens and
be sure you are not in the middle of a road or blocking a driveway.

e If you think your recording could help an investigation or if asked to voluntarily submit a copy of your recording, please use one
of these methods to submit a copy:
